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What is XML.org? 

XML.org is a community project hosted by OASIS that serves as a non-commercial information resource, designed to expand community participation and advance awareness. XML.org Focus Areas on OASIS Standards advance the use of specific open standards by providing technical and educational information, collaborative workspaces, and discussion areas. XML.org Focus Areas for Industry showcase the use of XML in horizontal and vertical sectors. 

How do XML.org Focus Areas work? 

XML.org Focus Areas are based mainly on wiki technology, which enables any registered user <link> to create and edit content on designated pages. The public is encouraged to contribute to collaborative document pages (such as Best Practices Guidelines) and to add appropriate links to community posting pages (such as press releases, events, white papers). The site also features historic and tutorial-level information, which is delivered via pages created and maintained by XML.org Editorial Boards. 
Why is it necessary to register? 

All XML.org pages are viewable by the public. To edit or post content on a collaboration page, it is necessary first to create a UserLogin<link>. This step minimizes spam and other inappropriate content on the site. Once a UserLogin has been created, an individual is free to post at any time.

Who owns the content? 

XML.org is provided by OASIS. Content contributions are made under a Creative Commons License. This allows XML.org content to be used freely by any organization or person for any non-commercial purpose.
When referencing external publications (including press releases, white papers, books, etc.) on XML.org, authors should insert excerpts or summaries and provide links to the full document. Authors should not re-publish works in full on XML.org, nor should they relinquish copyrights on their materials. 
When referencing XML.org content on other sites or documents, individuals should respect the source of the material and include appropriate attribution.

OASIS reserves the right to remove any content that it deems inaccurate, inappropriate, misleading, not directly related to the Focus Area topic, or not in keeping with the mission of the site. Those who violate this editorial policy repeatedly may be prohibited from future participation.

1.Collaborate respectfully.
Those who post content to collaboration pages should be aware that their entries may be modified, criticized, and edited by others. Changes should be viewed in the spirit of improvement and open debate. Editors are asked to be friendly, civil, and supportive. Personal attacks are not tolerated. 

2. Stay on topic.
All content posted to an XML.org Focus Area should directly relate to the topic matter. Information of a general nature detracts from the focus of the site and is not appropriate.

3. Don’t advertise. 
XML.org is designed to disseminate information in a non-commercial format. While we encourage posting links to company press releases on products that support open standards and case studies that describe the use of standard-compliant products, all such content should be objective in tone and factual in nature. Advertising copy and hyperbole should be avoided. Entries that are overtly commercial in nature will be removed from the site.
