Chief Architect) understanding of the W3C XSDL (and 
referenced) specs

2. Association names (A1, A2, ..., AB) are identifiers
3. Every class except "Physical File" and "etc." is 

defined in the W3C XSDL Schema (or referenced) 
specs

4. A3: Some parts of the W3 specs seem to suggest that 
the cardinality should be 1..1 on both ends and other 
parts suggest 0..*. Comments on this point are 
welcome

5. Background-color selections are intended solely to 
provide contrast to a couple of central classes.
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
